Document 
<HTML> ... </HTML>


This tag indicates that the information enclosed is written in HTML.

Header

<HEAD> ... </HEAD>


This tag contains the introductory information none of which is displayed in the main window.  The title is within the head section, or blue bar section of your screen.

Title

<TITLE> ... </TITLE>


The title will not appear on the document, but is displayed on the title bar of  browsers which displays a title.  It is also what appears in the list of places one has been and is used as a bookmark.

Body

<BODY> ... </BODY>


This is where the content of the HTML document is displayed. It will be seen by the user.

Comments
<!-      ->


Text that is surrounded by the elements <!- and -> is considered to be a comment and is ignored by the web browsers.

HTML currently has six levels of headings which are numbered 1 through 6.  1 being the biggest while 6 is the smallest heading.  Different browsers displays the sizes differently.  The size of your letters can often better be changed using the  <FONT SIZE=+5> ....  </FONT> tag

Paragraph 
<P>  (no closing tag is needed)

If you wish to separate paragraphs, one has to use a <P> tag. 

Line Break
<BR>(no closing tag is needed)


When the break tag <BR> is placed into a document, it tells the browser that information after that will be shown on the next line. (The difference is a new line verses a blank line.)

Horizontal Rule  <HR>  (no closing tag is needed)


The horizontal rule tag tells the browser to generate a horizontal line across the display area.  These rules are used to break a document into sections.

Defines a table in HTML.

Displays text in bold (only on some browsers).

Italic

<I> ... </I>


Displays text in italics (only on some browsers).

Strong 
<STRONG> ... </STRONG>


Interpreted as bold (can be used on all browsers).

Center 

<CENTER> ...</CENTER>



Centers anything within your HTML document.

Pre-Formatted text
<PRE> ..</PRE>


Changes the font to a monospaced font and accepts custom spacing.

Blink

<BLINK>...</BLINK>


Causes the type to blink (available in a few browsers).

Marquee
<MARQUEE>…</MARQUEE>


Text starts at one part of the screen and floats across to the left

ATTRIBUTES:

Background color—BGCOLOR=

Change font size—FONT SIZE=

Change table border—BORDER=  or BORDERCOLOR=

Attributes must be typed inside of a tag to make the changes.

Example:

<FONT SIZE=+3  COLOR=FF7FF00 > High School</FONT>

This tag will change the color and size of High School

<BODY BGCOLOR=9F5F9F>  

This tag will change the background color of the entire web page.

<TABLE BORDER=10 BORDERCOLOR=RED>    

This tag will add a border to a table and change the color of the border.

<MARQUEE WIDTH=75% HEIGHT=15 BEHAVIOR=scroll DIRECTION=right LOOP=infinite BGCOLOR=yellow> HENDERSON HIGH SCHOOL</MARQUEE>
